Guest Fees / Policies / Rules - Pool

GUEST FEE POLICIES & CHILDREN

$20/person — same guest limited to 12 per year

$20/person — immediate family/grandparents, etc...
Guests must be accompanied by a Premier Member and register with attendant

If non-member immediate families are planning to visit for an extended period of time, please
contact club for details.

If you have a nanny or caregiver you would like registered as a temporary member for purposes
of bringing member children to the pool, please contact the club to make arrangements.

Guest privileges may be limited during peak periods.

Children under the age of (8) must be accompanied by an adult
Children under ten (10) may take a swim test to enter the deep end
Children under six (6) must be accompanied by an adult in the water at all time



PREMIER MEMBER & GUEST CHECK IN PROCEDURE = POOL

Members must check in with the pool attendant each time they visit the pool.
Attendant will record the member number, name and number in their party for the day.
Members will register their guests at the time of their check-in.

Attendant will provide registration card for the member to record their guest names.

Guest names will be added to the guest database each night and cross-checked to be sure no
guest has reached their maximum allowed usage.

When a guest reaches their maximum allowable visits, the prior hosting members will be notified
that the guest cannot visit the pool again that year.
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Pool Policies

Persons under the age of 10 must be accompanied by an adult or guardian
Pool is reserved for Members use and their limited guests

Proper swimming attire is required

No running, wrestling or diving allowed in pool area

No pets, bottles or glass containers allowed in the pool area

No persons with open cuts, sores or abrasions allowed in the pool area
Personal coolers are not permitted

The wading pool is for children 6 years of age or younger

Only approved water wings and infant floatation devices permitted
Children using floatation devices must remain within arm’s reach of parent
No kickboards or toys permitted

Children not yet potty trained must wear approved swimming diapers

A swim test is required to swim in deep end of pool

Children 8 and under must be accompanied by an adult in the water

A cleansing shower is required before entering the pool

Food is allowed in designated areas only

If you have a disease that can be transmitted by water or have been ill with
diarrhea or vomiting in the last 2 weeks, don’t use the pool

Diapers must be changed in the designated changing area and must have a tight-
fitting protective covering

People with seizure, heart, or circulatory problems should not swim alone
No swimming allowed when lifeguard is not present

Anyone not obeying rules will be removed from the area and subject to
disciplinary action by Club management
